� Applicants

� provide information on internal and external communication in the
application form–show there is a plan !

� integrate communication in the project and show strategic approach

� show commitment towards communicating about the project
� demonstrate capacity to do it

� Projects

� Develop a comprehensive communication plan

� Systematically and professionally communicate about their
activities and results

� Comply with EU information & publicity requirements ;
follow the SEE information & publicity guidelines
